Textile can give an interior infinity of significance and functionality. Textiles can improve the acoustics in noisy buildings. Moreover, they create a striking accent within a space. Decorative, figurative textiles have a visual attraction and in public buildings they can prompt visitors to move and lead them through spaces. The textiles become “three-dimensional” and part of the building. In the PlatForm presentation “TextielLab – Highlights 2010. Behind the scenes” the TextielLab of the Audax Textielmuseum Tilburg reveals what , in the past year, the collaboration between designers and architects has produced in the field of interior textiles.  
This PlatForm presentation presents work that focuses on the relationship between textiles and architecture. The exhibition takes a look behind the scenes of a number of inspiring and innovative projects produced in the TextielLab in 2010. It presents the process from design to final product and the role that textiles can play in space.  This is achieved by means of design sketches, photographs, yarn studies and samples, made during the process towards the final result. Visitors can look but also touch: a sensory tour through the production processes of the TextielLab!

Each PlatForm presentation displays trend-setting and innovative work from the preceding period. In April 2011 the TextielLab launched the Yearbook TextielLab 2010. The presentation of the first copy took place during the Salone Internazionale del Mobile 2011 in Milan. You will find references in the book to the work on display in this PlatForm presentation, in both word and image. 

The TextielLab is an inviting experimental laboratory for designers, artists and students. It contains a variety of textile techniques, from computer-controlled knitting and weaving to laser cutting and manual tufting. With the specialised expert skills of the staff who work here, the TextielLab’s clients are given the opportunity of having their designs created to optimum effect.
