YEARBOOK textiellab 2010

An inspiring reference work
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The TextielLab is the workplace and experimental laboratory at the Audax Textielmuseum Tilburg. Here, designers, artists and students collaborate with the product developers on aesthetically-exciting and technically-innovative textile products. Either the museum commissions the work or it is carried out privately. The TextielLab has by now developed into a place with international allure. Yearbook TextielLab 2010 contains the highlights of the past year. The first copy of this yearbook will be presented to Anne Mieke Eggenkamp, Chairwoman of the Design Academy Eindhoven on Wednesday 13 April 2011 during the Salone Internazionale del Mobile in Milan.

The publication focuses on a number of the most prominent projects from 2010. In addition to textiles for large-scale interior applications and installations, space is also dedicated to fashion by such designers as Conny Groenewegen and Jan Taminiau. The plaids for the WashHouse installation by Studio Makkink & Bey for the Helmrinderknecht gallery in Berlin were also created on the machines at the TextielLab. A further point of interest is the many young, talented designers that are frequently to be found in the Lab. The TextielAcademie of the Textielmuseum regularly organises education projects in collaboration with TextielLab. Each year, students from various European countries participate in the European Textile Trainee (ETT) programme. These and many more promises for the future merit a place in the yearbook.

The English-language publication, designed by Studio Roosje Klap (Amsterdam), invites the reader to explore the projects via various approaches. It contains project descriptions and interviews with designers, product developers and clients, complemented with a large selection of photographs portraying the design process through to the end product.
In Connecting the Dots, the Dutch Salone del Mobile magazine, Hebe Verstappen, creative director of the  Lab, says the following about “her” TextielLab: “We are actually a company, but one which is open for designers who find themselves in the product development phase. Most designers never have the opportunity of working with machines that we have: no other enterprise stops its machines for a designer’s study.” Can anyone just apply to the TextielLab? “In theory, yes. We are a centre of expertise. But I prefer to give priority to projects from which we can also learn. We want to keep working on the bounds of innovation.”

 but also allows you to discover new ones without immediately pursuing

 a commercial objective, as is the case in the “real” world.’
