In the PlatForm presentation “TextielLab – Promises 2010. Behind the scenes”, the TextielLab of Audax Textielmuseum Tilburg reveals what the extraordinary collaboration with these students has produced.  

This PlatForm presentation presents the work of young talent. The exhibition offers a look behind the scenes of a number of inspiring and innovatory graduation projects produced in 2010 in the TextielLab. It places emphasis on the design process through to the end products. It includes draft sketches, photographs, models, studies of threads and samples, all produced en route to the final product. Visitors can look, but also touch: a sensory tour through the production processes of the TextielLab.

This PlatForm presentation is the first of two TextielLab exhibitions held every year. In each presentation trend-setting and innovatory work from the previous period are exhibited. In April the TextielLab will be launching the Yearbook TextielLab 2010 in which a selection of the work from this presentation is captured in word and image. The presentation of the first copy will take place during the Salone Internazionale del Mobile 2011 in Milan, Italy.   

The TextielLab is an inviting place where designers, artists and students can experiment. A wide range of textile techniques are available, from computer-controlled knitting and weaving to laser cutting and manual tufting. With the specialised professional knowledge and skills of the staff who work in the TextielLab, clients can have their designs optimally realised.
