First edition yearbook TextielLab
The TextielLab is the workshop and the main place for experimentation of the Audax Textielmuseum Tilburg. Here, designers, artists and students work on new, original and exciting textiles together with the product developers of the Lab. In recent years the TextielLab has developed into a major textile workshop with more and more international appeal. High time for an overview of some of the projects that were conducted in the Lab. This overview is presented this year for the first time in the form of the publication ‘Yearbook 2009 - Highlights from the TextielLab’. 

In the TextielLab designers, artists and students get the opportunity to fully realize their designs. Under the guidance of the product developers, they can work here with both traditional and new textile machinery and techniques. The TextielLab is an ambitious part of the museum and has rapidly grown over the last few years. More and more internationally renowned artists and designers find their way to the Lab as customers. With their designs they continue to challenge the staff in realising new works. Although the work is displayed all over the world, the TextielLab itself often remains less visible. With the publication of an annual overview, the TextielLab is looking to increase it’s visibility among professionals and the public. 

The yearbook shows some of the leading and most innovative projects from 2009 and all those who co-operated on them. The reader gets a good view of the joint search for the ideal solutions in realizing of the designs. The book contains many photos of the processes and end products. The contexts of the works are explained in short texts. The yearbook has the format of a magazine and each copy contains an original piece of damask made by design duo Scholten & Baijings. 

Every chapter highlights a different type of clients and projects. Projects created by renowned designers commissioned by the industry, galleries and other institutions are addressed in the first chapter. The chapter shows works by among others Hella Jongerius, commissioned by the famous Swiss furniture manufacturer Vitra and by Aleksandra Gaça for a new store from fashion house Hermès in Wuxi, China. Independent projects by among others Samira Boon and Christian Bastiaans are highlighted in the second chapter. The next section shows several projects commissioned by the Textile Museum itself including work by Maarten Baas and Studio Van Eijk & Van der Lubbe. The TextielLab regularly conducts various educational projects. Academy students can realize their graduation projects here and students can participate in the European Textile Trainee program, a program organized by the Textielmuseum itself. Educational projects initiated by the museum itself are shown in the fourth chapter, the work of promising graduate students in chapter five. 
  
The yearbook is available in the TextielShop of the museum for € 14,95 and will also be available in selected galleries later this year. For the first time, a number of last year’s TextielLab projects are also presented on the platform of the museum. This presentation, entitled ‘TextielLab - behind the scenes’, can be seen until September 26, 2010.
